Rudd says ‘Sorry’ to the Jews

emple Beth Israel has achieved a political coup with Prime Minister Kevin

Rudd’s commitment to attend the TBI Communal Seder on 20 April. ‘I
am really, really sorry that my landmark “Australia 2020” summit is scheduled
for the passover weekend, admitted the Prime Minister in a letter to President
Roger Mendelson. ‘Yes, I was very badly advised and I hope my attendance at
the Seder meal will be accepted as true contrition.

The Federal Government is hoping for
a gathering of the country’s greatest minds,
but Passover already excludes several promi-
nent ﬁgures, including a number of mem-
bers of the TBI community who received
invitations to the exclusive summit and who
have declined on religious grounds.

A government spokesman said that
many of those who could not attend
because of Pesach would ‘still contribute
to the development of Australia’s foreign
policy and did not resent the government
holding the summit on April 19 and 20,
the Passover weekend’.

The TBI luminaries who had to turn
down the invitation declined to have their
names published in Zemple Time. One

miffed soul suggested he
would never have consid-
ered attending a ‘talkfest
for left-wing, chardonnay-
swilling, pseudo-creative
types anyway’, but most de-
clared that Kev’s apology is
good enough for them and
it should be good enough '
for all of us.

While the rabbis main-
tained a dignified silence
about the done deal, a
Board spokesman gleefully
suggested that the Prime
Ministerial presence at our
seder would make up for

am occasionally asked whether the almost weekly bar/batmitzvah celebrations
become tedious or boring. After all, I, the Rabbis, the cantorial soloists and
organist as well as our army of Regulars experience them week after week. The

answer is an emphatic ‘no’.

Each week, our Shabbat service is spe-
cial, unique and a warm and emotionally
involving experience. I really feel that TBI
does awonderful job in helping our families
celebrate smachot (major celebrations) in
great style and with dignity but with lash-
ings of pathos, humour and great warmth.
Pre-wedding aufraufs (call ups), babynam-
ings and special anniversaries, birthdays and
major achievements are all celebrated in the
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same manner. We also provide a wonder-
fully caring environment for those who are
ill, grieving or in need of support.

For families to celebrate bnei mitzvah
with only immediate family and friends
present (as I believe is often the case in
larger synagogues in the US), is a rather
depressing thought. It is the fact that our
community comes together and supports
each other in good times and bad, which
makes us special.

If we are to continue on our path of
becoming a true kehillah kedoshah (holy
community), it is imperative that life cycle
events as well as special celebrations be
shared with the TBI family.

At the same time, we cannot lose sight
of the fact that for an event such as a bar
mitzvah, the regular shulgoers are effectively
sharing what is to them a special time of the
week with a large number of people they do
not know. For an event to be special, there
must be a community of real people who
are prepared to share the joy.

However, there is not a bottomless
pit of warm feelings which can be drawn
upon continuously but never be replen-
ished. Being a practical, goal-orientated
type of person, I tend to see this in terms
of a ‘Goodwill Bank. Each week we delve
deep into the Bank to provide for people
and families who are in need of our support.
In order that the Bank be replenished, it
is crucial that our members not only take
out from the Bank but also contribute to it.
The way to do this is consciously to attend
and provide a warm and caring community
to others.

This is one of the reasons why we
have an expectation that not only the bnei
mitzvah students attend shul for a certain
number of services before their own big
day. We really want to see families attend-
ing services with them. This way, they are
helping to build the balance in the Good-
will Bank.

TBI functions so well because we have
alarge number of people who contribute to
the warmth of the community. Our com-
munity would be even stronger if everyone

were to adopt the attitude that they have
an obligation to contribute to the Goodwill
Bank. A personal side benefit to all this is
that helping to form part of a caring/sharing
community is immensely satisfying. Justask
any of our smiling Regulars.

The concept of developing a kehillah
kedoshah is a principle which is driving
many of the activities at TBI. You will have
seen various activities advertised in the
Temple Time, such as the film night and the
Purim Cabaret.

Whilst these are fund-raising activi-
ties, they are much more than that. Each
presents an opportunity to meet and so-
cialise with other TBI people and whenever
this occurs, another brick in our kehillah
kedoshab is laid in place.

Purim, reconciliation and acceptance
Behind the frivolity of Purim lurks a serious message: when a group of people

is singled out for maltreatment the inherent injustice all too often results

in violence. In some cases that violence is almost exclusively unidirectional. In

other cases the singling out of a group of people for maltreatment can trigger a

tit-for-tat cycle of attack and response.

The Purim story as portrayed in the
Scroll (Megillah) of Esther is a case in
point. Our people are described as having
been singled out for maltreatment by the
evil machinations of Haman who had a
grudge against us. According to our text
he warns the foolish king Ahashverosh that
‘there is a certain people scattered abroad
and dispersed among the people in all the
provinces of your kingdom; and their laws
are different from all people; nor do they
keep the king’s laws: therefore...if it please
the king, let it be written that they may be
destroyed...’(Esther 2:8,9)

We're all familiar with the basic outline
of the story, that in the end it is Haman who
is destroyed. But what is often glossed over
in an attempt to give the Scroll of Esther a
PG rating is the brutal reprisals our people
inflict on the people who were about to
destroy them. My aim here is not to engage
in a justification of our people’s actions
nor to rebuke them, but rather to illustrate
the fact that all too often violence begets
violence. And history shows that often the
cessation of hostility requires historic acts
of reconciliation and acceptance — whether
in post-Apartheid South Africa or in post-
genocide Rwanda.

In recent weeks we have seen two very
different examples of this phenomenon.
The first is the historic act of reconciliation
we witnessed when Prime Minister Kevin
Rudd said sorry’ to the Aboriginal people
scarred by the actions of previous govern-
ments. While debate continues to simmer
about the details of those actions and the
question of motives, there is no doubt that
the simple act of saying ‘sorry’ for past
wrongs has permitted many Aboriginal
people to feel validated in their experiences
of suffering in a way that allows them and
all Australians to move past this chapter and
into a new future. This unambiguous act of
reconciliation shows promise in reducing
hostility and resentment and increasing
national harmony and understanding,.

The second, more gradual example of
this phenomenon is the way in which gays
and lesbians have over the last few decades
increasingly felt accepted in mainstream
Australian society. When I spoke to an age-
ing gay man recently about how things have
changed for the gay community in Australia
over his life, it was clear that, while much
subtle prejudice, misunderstanding and
legal inequities are still to be overcome, the
kind of violent hostility that was routinely

experienced a generation ago is no longer
commonplace. More and more gays and
lesbians are finding themselves, their part-
nerships and their families recognised and
respected. For Rabbi Gevurtz and me a
tangible sign of this were the thousands of
people who joined together to march and
to support the gay and lesbian communi-
ties at the recent Gay Pride March held in
St Kilda. Those marching included gays,
lesbians and transgendered folk and their
supporters. There was a wide variety of
groups represented from the Victoria Police
to a bikie gang, from marching bands to
ethnic groups of all kinds. Rabbi Gevurtz
and I were proud to march along in support
of the Jewish gay men’s group, Aleph, the
Jewish lesbians’ group and Young Aleph.
Lining the parade route were an equally
eclectic mix of good-natured people of all
ages cheering, clapping and singing along.

Whether in the realm of Aboriginal
reconciliation or the acceptance of gays and
lesbians, it seems to me that as a society
we Australians have come a long way in
honouring the differences among us. In the
process, we are rejecting Haman’s principle
of singling out groups for maltreatment and
we are building a better society for us all.

Is Queen Esther a positive role model for our little girls?

tis really hard to believe that I am now the mum thinking about Purim costumes
for my two girls! It seems like just a moment ago it was I who was colouring a
crown, wearing my own mother’s jewellery and donning the prettiest frock as I
prepared to be the best Queen Esther at our Temple’s costume parade! Oh, how

the merry-go-round of festival cycles seems to speed up as the years go by!

And yet, here I find myself, thinking
about my own daughters’ Purim ‘get up’.
Will we allow them to transform them-
selves into the lovely Queen Esther this
year? Esther, the fair young woman taken
from her home and entered into a beauty
contest to become the new Queen. Esther,
the queen who hides her Jewish identity
from her husband for so long. Esther, the
niece who looks to her elder uncle for his
sage advice. Will we let our little girls dress
up in the frilly dress and sparkling crown
that seem to represent the antithesis of all
that we strive to teach them about who they
can become?

It is not to the latest parenting book
that I look for guidance on this dilemma,
but rather to the ancient wisdom of our
sacred texts. Come with me on a brief
journey into the world of the Talmud as I

share with you my own reflections on the
appropriateness of Esther as a role model
for our daughters.

We open up Tractate Megillah, and find
a debate amongst the Rabbis as to whether
the Scroll of Esther should be included in
the Tanach. In the midst of this debate we
read that Esther herself is included in the
conversation. ‘Rav Shmuel Bar Yehuda said:
Esther sent a message to the Sages: Kitvuni
[dorot, Place me in Jewish memory for all
generations!” And so it is that the story of
Esther was included in the Jewish Bible.

It is within these two Hebrew words,
kitvuni ['dorot, that we discover the strength
of Esther. The lovely young Esther from the
beginning of the megillah grows up into a
woman who looks inside herself and draws
on her God given strength and determina-
tion to shape the very destiny of the Jewish

people. It is this complex and grown up
Esther that I believe is indeed a model for
our daughters to emulate. It is this Esther
who has truly discovered her own sense of
self and says to the rabbis of the Talmud,
kitvuni ['dorot, place me in Jewish memory
for all generations. Remember me, for my
story is important. Remember me, for [ am
proud of what I have done. Remember me,
for it is our mission as Jews to make the
world a better place and this is exactly what
I have done. Place me in Jewish memory
for all generations.

On this Purim 5768, it is my prayer
that every one of the ‘little Esthers’ running
around our carnival and in shuls around
the world, grows into a woman who can
say to herself: ‘My story is important. [ am
proud of my accomplishments for I have
discovered my own inner strengths and
done what I can do to make this world a
better place.’

So, bring on the crowns and the frilly
frocks, for the legacy of Esther should
indeed be celebrated throughout the gen-
erations!

Matan year begins

There was a won-
derful sense of an-
ticipation as the staff

received the students
for the first session
of MATAN in February. More than sixty
participants are now very familiar and con-
fident with the guidance and expertise of
the staff.

Rabbis Morgan, Zylberman and Ge-
vurtz have each spent time leading us in
Tefillah (prayer) and visiting the classes.
They have worked alongside the teach-
ers to introduce new curricula for Jewish
Studies, Festivals, Israel and the Hebrew
components of the program for Prep-Year
8 students.

The Chai Curriculum: Learning for
Jewish Life is a comprehensive approach to
learning the values and practices of Jewish
Life. It ensures that the students will reach a
deeper, enduring understanding which will
establish the basis for later Jewish learning
and living. This term we introduce the
concept of Torah as a dialogue between the
text and students.
